ILAE Film Festival 2009

Competition Guidelines

1. To be considered, three copies of the entry film must be submitted on DVD (multiplatform/ region free) and received by 28th February 2009.

2. No DVDs will be returned. 

3. An email acknowledgement of the entry will be sent.

4. Films must have been completed no earlier than 1st January 2000

5. Films must be available for screening during the International Epilepsy Congress 28thJune – 2nd July 2009, in Budapest, Hungary and not subject to copyright restrictions in this respect. 

6. Entries from all film genres are eligible with the exception of educational films and clinical teaching materials

7. Films should not exceed 2 hours in length. Short films are welcome. 

8. All entries must relate to, or be inspired by epilepsy and seizures.

9. All participants in the film must have given their full consent to appearing therein. If the film contains footage of people with epilepsy during their seizures, a signed consent form should accompany the film.  

10. All entries should be accompanied by a short synopsis (up to 100 words) explaining this link. 

11. The films will be judged by an international, multidisciplinary panel including epileptologists, film makers and people with epilepsy. 

12. Entries will be primarily judged on creative and artistic excellence within the genre and novelty in using epilepsy as a theme for the work. 

13. Entries are encouraged from both professional and amateur sectors of the film making community worldwide.

14. The winning entrants will be expected to give a short introduction to their work prior to the screening of their film at the International Epilepsy Congress in Budapest, Hungary at the  28th June – 3rd July 2009. Travel and accommodation expenses to attend the conference will be provided. 

All winners will be notified by 30th March 2009.
